HOW IS THIS STANDARD USED
AND WHAT ARE THE KEY ELEMENTS?

The scope of the standard is to provide a systemic approach for each of the steps involved when testing for
ignitable liquids and their residues in fire debris or other samples.

Requirements for analytical testing of ignitable liquids and residues where there is a suspected intentionally set
fire are described in this standard. This includes considerations associated with each step in the process:
evidence assessment, preliminary screening, sample preparation, instrumental analysis

techniques, data analysis and interpretation, reporting, and preservation of evidence.

Requirements for each approach and their related ASTM standards are offered.
These standards provide further guides, practices, or test methods, as well

as an extensive list of references to support forensic science service providers
that incorporate the standards into the quality system program for their scope
of testing in fire debris.

This is a standard guide. Additional tests beyond those required in the standard may
be necessary.
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
